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Program: 

Speaker team captain Cindy Brown introduced our 
speaker, Debbie Carlisi, Director of Parks and Recreation for 
the City of Red Bluff.  Some folks who have never lived 
anywhere else may not note the difference between other 
cities’ Parks & Rec Departments and the one we’re fortunate to 
have here.  But as a newcomer, I sure did:  Debbie’s 
Department administers dozens – perhaps hundreds -- of 
concurrent missions, classes and events.  Over 200 meals per 
day are delivered to homebound seniors, classes are offered 
on subjects as diverse as Photoshop, Tae Kwon Do, and 
conversational Spanish.  Children’s Camps on various themes 
are offered year ‘round with very modest fees for participation.  
Major events such as canoe races and Dutch Oven 
competition are staged throughout the year.  All this, and the 
Department is responsible for 90 acres of developed parks and 
60 acres of undeveloped parks, plus an outstanding 
Community Center.   

Prez Ev said that his early participation in programs at the 
Community Center inspired him that Red Bluff is a community 
in which he would like to live.   Una Jordan later stood up and 
recognized Debbie for her “many years of toil” within the 
department, noting that at last the City had the good sense to 
put Debbie in charge of it.   

Debbie thanked Rotary for its support of the McGlynn 
Swimming Pool – and there were some questions about the 
future of the pool and possibly a new boat ramp.  Debbie has 
hopes for some support from the Obama Administration.  

One local rumor (that even I had heard) was debunked:  
someone told me that since the Durango RV Park has been 
built, folks can’t access the area by the river to the east, under 
the freeway overpass.  Not so.  Although one can’t drive a car 
down there anymore, there is parking by Sheri’s Restaurant 
and a short walking path will take one to the river bank and 
park area under the overpass.  

All in all, it was a great presentation by a great community 
resource … about a great community resource.
