Program:  
Our program speaker was Frank Baron , Forest Management 

manager with Crane Mills.  
Frank told us about Crain’s 
beginnings in 1931, Paskenta 
sawmill operations from 1946 to 
1992, and all the operation that 
Crane performs, today.  2/3 of 
their forest property is up in the 
Yolla Bolly range – 92,000 
acres of timber plus about 1,000 
of crop trees (almonds, olives, 
prunes, etc.)  Crane’s mantra is 

“growing trees for fun and profit.”  Their activities today include 
forest management, logging, forest inventory, reforestation, 
cone collection, road projects, 
water research and monitoring.  
Threats and concerns include 
wildfires, endangered species 
(Chinook, Steelhead and – yes, 
our old pal the Northern Spotted 
Owl).  And also the economy, of 
course, which in 2009 handed 
Crane the worst timber market in 
years.  There was zero logging 
last year.  However, due to their 
strategic diversification, they’ll 
roll through OK.  It was a good presentation with lots of 
questions afterwards.
