Program:
There was no program today. Instead, there were team

meetings and discussions on an important issue: the weekly
presentation of club banners. Steve Judson began with a
comprehensive Club history.
He wondered how many knew
that while Paul Harris founded
Rotary in 1905, he actually
came up with the idea in 1900.
Our own Club was formed in
1924 as the 1768" club of
Rotary International, which
now has 36,000 clubs
worldwide. Steve recalled the
club’s orientation program when he first became a member,
who has since disappeared, and he suspects a general loss of
knowledge concerning other attributes and aspects of Rotary
organization. He wondered aloud how this loss of knowledge
affects the Club and its motto “Service Above Self”. He urged
members to maintain the practice of hanging the Club banners
at every meeting as an historical to fostering fellowship and
continuity. Steve has been a Rotarian for 23 years. The
sentiment advanced by Steve was generally acknowledged
and supported by all of the Rotary teams. The membership
then voted to keep the banners flying at every meeting.
