Program:
Our presenter was Jon Halfhide, President and CEO of St.

g Elizabeth  Community Hospital (SECH),
and also of CHW North, including Mercy
Medical in Redding. Jon was assisted by
co-presenter Kris Behrens, Marketing
Director for SECH.

Ah, | already know | am not going to
do this justice. But I'll give it a shot.
Quotes embedded below are Jon’s.

The US Health Care industry is
seriously broken. Highest in health care
4 expenses in the world, since about the
mid- 19803 with only average results compared to other countries.
17.3% of our Gross Domestic Product goes to health care, more
than any other nation.

One problem locally is, the payer mix is changing. With many
out of work now, coverage for folks with health insurance is down,
and Medi-Cal is up — which does not fund as well. “Today’s system
is fragmented and uncoordlnated " “35% of people who come to the
hospital do NOT pay.” So the cost to support those who cannot pay
is passed to those who can, and thus the cost of insurance and “Pay
for Performance” goes up and up.

Reagan wanted to fix health care in 86, GW Bush took a run at it in
04 ...

“If we need to course-correct the Health Care Reform law that is
finally in effect, that will be better than if we had just continued the
past course.”

“We're already at 70% government sponsored health care.”
(Medicare + Medi-Cal)

Long term result should be that “Pay for Performance”
underpinning of our past system gives way to focus on prevention,
primary care. Move to a less episodically-based charge structure.
We need to “Get out in front of it.” (individual health care “events”
(emergencies))

Electronic medical records will help — Physician input records,
accessible wherever you go. Fewer repeated/duplicated tests and
procedures will be called for.

Our hospital is already very cost efficient — average stay 1.3 days
vs, 2-3 days at other hospitals. But attracting doctors is getting
harder and harder.

SECH was just awarded Top 100 designation by Thompson-
Reuters for the 4" year in a row. One of only 2 smaller hospitals in
the state. And the only unit in the CHW North State system to
receive this designation.
