Born in North Fork, Madera County – 
27 miles from Yosemite Park – Una 
was one of nine children.  She grew 
up with Slim Pickens (rodeo performer 
/ movie actor).  He encouraged her to 
compete in the womens rodeo circuit 
in the mid 1940’s.  But softball was 
Una’s dream.  About 1945 she tried 

out for the Fresno Rockets proball team and played 
seven years.  Una married and lived in Del Norte County 
and that became her home.  She was an automotive 
bookkeeper and opened an insurance office in Crescent 
City.  The Redwood Park was formed in 1967-68 and 
purchased her business and home.  She did not want to 
move back to Madera, so she signed her divorce papers 
and took half othe money and moved to Red Bluff.  Here 
she ventured into something she knew nothing about – 
opening the Flower Boutique in 1970.  About 1976, she 
was involved with Glenn/Tehama Special Olympics and 
soon dropped Glenn and formed Tehama Special 
Olympics.  Una retired in December of 1995 and 
became involved in the community.  Dave Nichols 
sponsored her into Rotary in November 2000.
