Their family moved to Red 
Bluff where Dick pastured Community Baptist Church for five 
years.  He also worked for Povey Chevrolet for a couple of 
years and then was called to First Christian Church in 1993.  
He retired from there in 2006.  Dick was honored to serve as 
Rotary President in 2000-2001and is a Paul Harris Fellow, as 
is his wife and daughter.  He is presently working on a Paul 
Harris Fellowship for his son.
